THE GLD-TOME PENTECOST.

This work begsa ubout fivo yonrs
January, when a company of people under
the lealership of Chas. Parbam, who werc
studying God's worl, tarried for Pentecost
in Topeka, Kan. Afier searching tbroogh tha
country everywhere, they had boen unable to
find any Christians that had tho troe Pente-
costal power, 8o they laid aside all commen.
tarie: and notes and waited om the Lord,
stodying His word, and what they did wot
understand they got down beforo the beash
@nd asked God ts bave wrought out in their
hoarts Ly the Holy Ghost. They bad & pray-
or tower from which prayers wers ascend-
ing sigit and day to God. After three
months, s aister who had boen terching sane.
tification for the baptism with the Holy
frhost, one who had a sweet, loving exper-
ionee and all the carnality taken ont of her
beart, felt the Lord lesd her to have hands
Iaid on hor io receive the Pemtecost. So
whan thay prayed, the Holy Ghost oama fa

s unknows tongue. This made 1 e Bible
school hungry, and tbres’ nights afterward,
twelva sindents racoived the Holy Ohost,
aud prophesied, znd cloven tongnes could be
feon upon their hesds. Thay then bad an
experionce that measured up with the second
chapter of Acts, and could understand the
first chapter of Ephesiana.

Now after five yosr samething like 13,000
people have received this gospel. It is wpread-
ing everywhers, until churches who do not
beliova backstide and lose the experiemce
they hiave, Thoss who are older in this move-
ment are sironger, and greater signy and
wonders sre following them.

The mestings in Los Angeles started in &
cottage mesting, and the Pentecost fell thers
threo nighta, The peopls had mothing to do
but wait on the Lord and praise Him, snd
they commenced spesking in tongucs, as thoy
aid st Pentecost, and the Spirit sang songs
throagh them.

The mesting was then transferred to Amsa
Street, end sinco thon multitades have been
coming, The meotings begin about ten
o’closk in the morning and can harily stop
bofore ten or twslve at night, and sometimes
&m0 o7 thres in the morning, becanse so many
are seking, sud somo are slain vader the
power of God. Peoyle are secking throo times
& day at the altar ard row after row of seata
have to “> emptied and filled with sookers.
We cannot tell how many peopls hava been
arved, and manctifled, nnd baptised with the
Holy Ghost, and bealed of all manner of sick-
messes. Many are speaking in uow tongues,
and soms sxo on thoir way to the foreij
flelds, with the gift of tho language, We are
goig on to get more of the power of God.

Many have laid aside tholr glasses and had
their eya night perfectly restored. The deaf
bave had their hearing restored,

A man was hesled of astima of twenty
yoars atanding. Many have beeu healed of
beart trouble and lung trouble.

Many are maying that God has given the
message that He is going to shake Los An-
geles with an sarthquake, First, thera will
be a revival to give all an opyvrtunity to be
3aved. The rovival is now ip progresm.

Penple are seeking at the altar thres
timen a duy and it is bard to aloss i night
on account of scekers and thoss who aro under
the power of God.

The two spirits are slwaya
manifest, but no opposition can kill, no prar-
er fn esrth cr bell ean stop God’s work, whi
He bis cousecratod instruments through
which to work,

Many bave roceived the gift of singing um
well s apeaking in the inmpiration of the
Spirit. The Lord ia giving nev voices, ha
translates old somgs into, new tongues, lis
gives the music that is being sung by il
angels and hat 4 hesvealy choir all mingirg
the sams beavenly song in barmony. It in
beautaful musie, no instraments are noeded in
ihe meetings.

A Nazarene brother who reccived ths bap
tism wity the Holy Ghost in his own home
in family worship, in trying to tell aboat i3,
said, ‘It war & baptism of love. Sush
abounding love! Snch compassion seemod to
almost kill mo with its swastness! People do
13t know what they are doing when thoy
stand ovt against it. The devil nevor gave
me a swet thing, he was always tryirg o
