SALVATION ACCORDING TO
THE TRUE TABERNACLE
Moses made the tabesnacle after the pat-
tern shown him in the mount. This taber-
uacle was the pattern of the unseen Kiug
that was to come, The Lord wants us 3
have salvation according to the true taber-
nacle, which is Christ. Our tabernacle
must be built according to the pattern in
the Word. Now afl things under the law
were 2 shadow of what we are to recetve
in grace.

The Brazen Altar, Justification

First we come ta the court of the taver-
nacle. This is where the sinner does his
first works. Here we find the brazen altar
which stands for justification. We receive
pardon and regeneration right at the brazen
altar. On the altar is the sin offering, on
the horns of the altar, blood. Here is par-
don and regeneration combined. As soon
as a soul is pardomed. he is washed and
the work of regeneration is wrought in his
soul. Here we find also the laver, which
stands for the washing from guilt and
pollution. The priest always washed him-
self before he entered the Holy Place.
Here the sinner, even though his sins e
red like crimson, is justifed. “Therefore
being justified by faith, we have peace with
God, thraugh our Lord Jesus Christ.” Thic
is court work.

‘The Golden Altar, Sanctification

There are two altars. the brazen altar
and the golden altar. We see this repre-
sents two works of grace, twc l!(ln. Now
the believer comes to the golden altar
Since the new birth is implanted in his soul,
he has access to present himself a tiving
offering.  When he camc as a sinner, he
was dead in trespasses and sins, and had
nothing to consecrate. ow he can con-
secrate himself to be szm:: ificd, Here “e
finds on the altar the Blood of Jesus, which
ropresents e sanctifier of His peo-
