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PAUL'S CONVERSION AND HIS BAPTISM 
By Evanqelist Smith Wiqqlesworth 1 

Read Acts 9:l-22. 
Saul was probably the greatest  persecutor that  the 

early Christians had. W e  read that  he made havoc 
of the  church, entering into every house, and haling 
men and women, committed them t o  prison. A t  this 
t ime w e  find him breathing out threatenings and 
slaughter against the  disciples of the Lord. H e  was  
on his \ m y  t o  Damascus for the  purpose of, destroying 
the  church there. H o w  did God deal with such an 
o n e ?  W e  should have dealt with him in judgment. 
God dealt with him in mercy. Oh, the  wondrous love 
of God! H e  loved the  saints a t  Damascus and the  
way  H e  preserved them was through the  salvation 
of the  man who purposed t o  scatter and destroy them. 
Our  God delights t o  be merciful and His  grace is 
vouchsafed daily t o  both sinner and saint. H e  shows 
mercy t o  all. If w e  would but realize it, we a re  only 
alive today through the grace of our God. 

More and more I see that  it is through the grace 
of God that  I a m  preserved every day. I t  is when we 
realize the goodness of God that we a re  brought t o  
repentance. Here  was Saul, with letters from the  
high priest, hastening t o  Damascus. H e  \vas struck 
do\\,n and there came to  his vision a light, a light that  
\\.as brighter than the sun. As he fell speechless t o  
the ground he heard a voice saying t o  him, "Saul, 
Saul, why persecutest thou Me?" H e  answered, 
"Who a r t  thou, Lord?"  And the answer  came back, 
"I am Jesus \\.horn thou persecutest." And he cried, 
"J,ord, what wiltJhou have me t o  do?"  

I do  not \\rant t o  bring any word of condemnation 
t o  anyone, but I know that  there are  many who have 
ielt very niuch as Saul felt against the  children of 
God, especially those who have received the  Pente-  
costal l?aptism. I know that  many people tell us. 
"You are  rnad;" but the t ru th  is that  the  children of 
God are  the  only people \I-ho are  really glad. W e  
a re  glad inside and we are  glad outside. Our  glad- 
ness flows from the inside. God has filled us with 
joy unspeakalde and full of glory. W e  a re  s o  happy 
about what \ve have recei\.ed that  if it \\-ere not for 
the desire to  keep a little decent, we might be doing 
awful things. This is probably how Paul himself felt 
\vlien lie refers t o  being "beside ourselves" in the 
Lord. This joy in the Holy Ghost is beyond anything 
else. And this joy of the Lord is our strength.  

A s  Saul \vent do\\-n t o  Damascus he thought he 
\\.auld do wonderful things \\,it11 that  bunch of letters 
11e 11ad from t l ~ e  high priest. Rut I think 11e dropped 
t11e111 all on the road, and if he ever wanted t o  pick 
t l l e ~ n  up 11e \\-as not able for he lost his sight.  And 
the  men that  were \vith 11im lost their speecll-they 
were speechless-but they led him tu Ilamascus. 

There  are  some people who have an  idea that  it is 
only preachers who can know the n.ill of God. l3ut 
the Lord had a disciple in I>amascus, a nlan behind thc 
scenes. \vho livrd in a place where God could talk to  
I ~ i i i ~ .  His  ears were open. H e  was  one who listened 
in to  the t l~ ings  from heaven. 011, this is so much 
Illore marvelous than anything you can hear on eal-tli. 
It \\,as t o  this man that  the Lord appeared in a 
ision. He told him to  g o  down t o  the s t ree t  called 

Straight and inquire for Saul. And He told hiin that 
Saul 11:ltl scen ill a vision a Inan 11:lmed Anani:~s corn- 
ing i l l  :11it1 l~ut t i l lg  11is 11~1id 0 1 1  hi111 that  lie nlight re- 

ceive his sight. Ananias protested, "Lord, I have 
heard by nlany of this man, how much evil he hath 
done to T h y  saints in Jerusalem: and here he hath 
authority from the  chief priests t o  bind all t ha t  call 
on T h y  name." Bu t  the  Lord reassured Ananias tha t  
Saul \\-as a chosen vessel, and Ananias, nothing doubt- 
ing, went on his errand of mercy. 

The  Lord had told Ananias concerning Saul, "Be- 
hold, he prayeth." Repentant prayer is always heard 
in heaven. The  Lord never despises a broken and 
contrite heart .  And t o  Saul was  given this vision 
that  was soon t o  be a reality, the  vision of Ananias 
coming t o  pray fo r  him tha t ,  he might receive liis 
sight. 

I \\-as a t  one t ime in the  city of Belfast. I had 
I~een  PI-eaching there and had a free day. I had re- 
ceived a number of letters and I was looking through 
them. There  were  about twenty  needy cases in that 
city, cases t h a t  I was  asked t o  visit. As  I was  look- 
ing through my letters a man came up t o  me and 
said, "Are you visiting the sick?" H e  pointed me t o  
a certain house and told me t o  g o  t o  it and there I 
\\-ould see a very sick \voman. I went t o  the  house 
and I saw a very helpless woman propped up in bed. 
I knew tha t  humanly speaking she was  beyond all 
help. She \vas breathing with short ,  sharp  breatlls 
a s  if every breath  u~ou ld  be  her  last. I cried to  the 
Lord and said, "Lord, tell me wha t  to  do." The  Lot-d 
said to  me, "Read the  fifty-third chape l -  of Isaiah." 
I opened my Bible and did a s  I was told. I read down 
to the  fifth verse of this chapter, xvhen all of a sud- 
den the  woman shouted, "I a m  healed! I am healed !" 
I was  amazed a t  this sudden exclamation and asketl 
her t o  tell me what had happened. She said, "T\vo 
weeks a g o  I was  cleaning house and I strained my 
heart  very badly. T w o  ph>-sicians have been t o  see 
me, but they both told me there was  no help. But 
last night t l ~ e  Lord gave me a vision. I s aw you conic 
right into my bedroom. I saw you praying. I saw 
you olxn your Bible a t  the fifty-third chapter of I 

Isaiah. When  you g o t  down t o  the  fifth verse and 
r rad  the Ivords, 'With His  stripes \\-e a re  healed.' I 
.a\\- myself \vonderfully healed. That  was  a v i s i o ~ ~ .  
~io\v  it is a fact." . 

I dv thank God that  visions have not ceased Tlie 
IIoly Ghost can give visions. and \ve may expect tlielii 
in tlicsc last days. God 11-illet11 not the death of any 
sinncl- and H e  \\.ill use all kinds of means for t l ~ c i r  
calvaticill.

Tha t  is such a \vooi~ig u i c -  
sage. "1-ooli unto Me. and Ije ye saved, all ye ends of 
t l ~ e  earth."

He was so vile, and his language was so hor- 
rible, that even wicked men could not stand it. In 
England they have what is known as the public hang- 
man who has to perform all the executions. This 
man held that appointment and he told me later that 
he belie\-cd that when he performed the execution 
of men who had committed murder, that the demon 
power that was in them would come upon him and 
that in consequence he xvas possessed with a legion 
of demons. His life was so miserable that 116 pur- 
posed to make an end of life. He Irent down to a 
certain depot and purchased a ticket. The English 
trains are much different to the American. In every 
coach there are a number of small compartments and 
it is easy for anyone xvho lvants to commit suicide to 
open the door of his compartment and throw himself 
out of the train. This man purposed to throw himself 
out of the train in a certain tunnel just as the train 
coming from an opposite direction I\-ould be about 
to dash past and he thought this would be a quick end 
to his life. 

There was a young m&n at the depot that night 
who had been saved the niaht before. He was all on 
fire to get others saved &d purposed in his heart 
that every day of his life he \vould get someone saved. 
TIC sa\v this dejected hangsman and began to speak 
to him almut his soul. He brought him down to our 
mission and there he came under a mighty conviction 
of sin. FOI- two and a half hours he tvas literally 
-;\\eating under conviction and you could see a rapol- 
I-ising up from him. At the end of txvo and a half 
haul-5 he \vas graciously say-cd. 

I ~aicl. “L<~I-d. tell me what to do.” The Lord said. 
“Uon’t leave him, go home with him.” I went to his 
housf. When he sa\v his \viie hc said, “God has 
saved me.” The wife broke down and she too was 
gl-aciou~lv saved. 1 tell you there \v:\s a difference 
in that l;uLne. Even the cat knew the difference. 
I’reviolls to this that cat would al\vays ~LIII a\va> 
\vllen that hangsman came into the door. I!ut that 
night that he xas saved the cat jumped on to his 
l<llCC ;111(1 \vcnt to SICC~~. 

Therc xvere two sons in that house and one of them 
~xitl to his mother, “hfothcr, what is up in our house? 
It ivas ncvcr lilic this before. lt is so lxxlceful. \\‘hat 

power of God was on him for many days. He would 
give his testimony and as he Prew in trace he desired 
Fo preach the gospel. He b&ame an” evangelist and 
hundreds and hundreds were brought to a saving 
knowledge of the Lord Jesus Christ through his min- 
istry. The Erace of God is sufficient for the vilest 
and-He can take the wigkedest of men and make them 
monuments of His grace. He did this with Saul of 
Tarsus at the very time he was breathinp out threat- 
enings and slaughter against the disc:ples of the 
Lord. He did it with Berrv the hangsman. He will 
do it for hundreds more in -response To our cries. 

You will notice that when Ananias came into that 
house he called the one-time enemy of the gospel, 
“Brother Saul.” He recognized that in those three 
davs a blessed work had been wrourht and that he 
hah been brought into relationship Gith the Father 
and with the Lord Tesus Christ. Was not this enouph? 
No, there was so&ething further, and for this lyur- 
pose the Lord had sent him to that house. The 
Lord Jesus had sent him to that house to put his 
hands upon this newly saved brother that he might 
receive his sight and be filled with the Holv Ghost. 
You say, But- it does not say that he s$oke in 
tongues.” We know that Paul did speak in ton&es : 

that-he spoke in tongues more than-all the Co&thl 
ians. In those early days they were so near the time 
of that first Pentecostal outpouring that they would 
never have been satisfied with anyone receiving the 
Baptism unless they received it according to the orig- 
inal pattern given on the Day of Pentecost. When 
Peter was relating what took place in the house of _ 
Cornelius at Cesarea he said, “And as I began to 
speak, the Holy Ghost fell on them, as on us a’t the 
beginning.” Later, speaking of this incident, he said, 
“God, which knoweth the hearts, bear them witness, 
giving- them the Holy Ghost. even as He did unto us: 
and l&t no differe&e between us and them, purify- 
ing their hearts by faith.” And we know from the 
account of what took place at Cornelius’ household 
that when the Holy Ghost fell “they heard them speak 
with tongues and magnify God.” Many people think 
that God does make a difference between us and those 
at the beginning. But thev have no Scriature for this. 
When a<yone deceives t6e gift of the* Holy Ghost, 
there will assuredly be no difference between his es- 
I,erience today and that which was given on the Dav 
bf Pentecost.- And I cannot believe”that, when Sa;l 
\vas filled with the Holy Ghost the Lord made anJ- 
difierence in the experience that He gave Him fro& 
the experience that He had given to Peter and the 
rest a short while before. 

It was about sixteen Years ape that a man came to 
me and said, “Wiggle&orth, ado you know what is 
Ilappening in Sunderland? People are being baptized 
in the Holy Ghost exactly the same Lvay as the dis- 
ciples were on the Day of Pentecost.” I said, “I 
\rould like to go.” I immediately took train and event 
to Sunder-land. I \yrnt to the meetings and said, “I 
avant to hear these toncrues.” I was tdd. “When vou 
Ireceive the Baptism in The Holy Ghost, you will sp;ak 
in tongues.” I said, “I have the Bantism in the Holv 
Ghost:” One man said, “Brother, when I received the 
I?aptism I spoke in tongues.” I said, “Let’s hear you.” 
ITe could not speak in tongues to order, he could 
c~nly speak as the Spirit gnve him utterance and so 
*11v ruriositv \vas not satisfied.

MODERN TOWERS OF BABEL , 
"And the whole earth was of one language, and of 

one speech. And it  came t o  pass, a s  they journeyed 
from the' east, that they found a plain in the land of 
Shinar; and they dwelt there. And they said one t o  
another, Go to, let us make brick, and burn them 
throughly. And they had brick for stone, and slime 
liad they for mortar. And they said, Go to, let us 

-11uild us a city and a tower, whose top may reach unto 
heaven; and let us make us a name, lest we be scat- 
tered abroad upon the face of the whole earth" (Gen. 
11 :1-4). 

The Word of God gives a faithful record, an ex- 
posure of the reasoning of men's hearts. "Let us 
make us a name!" And set aside His  name! As 
man's name is exalted, God's name is debased. "Is 
not this great Babylon, which I have built?" You can 
be home proud, city proud, county proud, state proud, 
nation proud. 

"Let us build us a city . . . lest we be scattered." 
Who was goin% to scatter them? They had the cove- 
nant, the word of God. God had said t o  Noah, "I will 
establish my covenant with you;  neither shall all flesh 
Ix cut off any more by the waters of a flood; neither 
shall there I x  any more flood t o  destroy the earth." 
There was t o  be no more judgment akin t o  that of 
the flood, for God had said, "I will remember In)- 
(.o\-enant, which is between me and you and every 
li\-ing creature of all flesh." But they set aside the 
\Irord of God and thereby invited judgment. They 
thrmght the city and the tower was a better hold than 
the promise of God. Brick and slime are  stronger 
in man's estimation than the Rock of Ages. 

"Go to, Ict u s  I~uild us a city, and a to\\-er n.hose 
top nlay reach unto heaven." Eut  it wasn't a heav- 
enly tolver, 11rithel- was it a city of God. "And let 
us malic u s  a name!" They were satisfied with their 
name being ~nagniiied, but God was noL satisfied. 
Noah called upon the name of the IAortl, and that 
name satisfied him. 

They wanted a tower whose top should reach u11to 
licavcn. Men are building towers I~eavc~~wai -d .  but 
tllr!- won't reach t o  heaven. One to\ver they are 
1111iltling today is the social tower. Largc numbers 
; I I - ~  cng:lgctl upon tllis. This tower will bridge the 
~ l - e a t  gal'! It will 11e a l ~ i g l ~ w a y ,  a Ileavenly way. 
: I I I I ~  many \vill go tllel.ein! I3ut the very crolvd on 
thi> \vay will cause confusion. A mol) does not create 

patience. A mob does not create brotherly love. A 
mob exhibits selfishness t o  its extreme. The Lord 
looked down upon that  first tower and brought con- 
Eusion; and today, as  H e  looks down, H e  will magnify 
the confusion they have already started. 

There are  other towers men are  building. There 
is the  tower  of knowledge, and criticism aga& the 
Word of God. "We don't believe in the story of the 
flood!" If you don't, of course you don't believe in 
the oath which accompanies the rainbow. You may 
blot out  the account of the flood, but you can't hlot 
out the rainbow. Go out in the  thunder storm. De- 
nounce the story of the flood. You will get wet, and 
you will ge t  flooded The bow will mock you, and 
at the same time bring peace t o  those who honor 
God's Word. Tha t  tower is going t o  be overthrown. 

And then there are  numerous little towers with big 
labels and big pretensions. One is labeled "Chris- 
tian;" and then they borrow from the world and tack 
on "Science." This is a wonderful tower-built on 
nothing and pointing nowhere. I t  is not pointing 
heavenward, but, like the leaning tower of Pisa, it 
is leaning earthward. A tower of negations and em- 
bellished with empty nothings! The  most  formidable 
thing about this tower is i ts name. Oh yes, i t  is a 
beautiful name, "Christian" Science! But Satan him- 
self is transformed into a n  angel of light. They say 
there is no devil. Of coure not. H e  is seen as  an 
angel of light. And the angel of light has so blurred 
their vision of the evil that the  evil one creates that 
they do not recognize it, and he has blinded them so 
that  they do not see the t rue light. They are  living in 
a perpetual total eclipse. Satan, a s  a n  angel of light, 
has come between them and the sunlight, the light 
of the Sun of Righteousness, and they rejoice, not in 
the sunlight, but in the negations of an eclipse. Let 
them alone, they are  blind leaders of the blind. 

And there is another tower likely t o  eclipse in its 
spread, in its height, and in its shape, any other tower. 
I t  reaches the  highest. I t  is a spire, and those who 
are building it  are  aspiring to  greater heights. This 
tower is no less than Spiritism. I t s  base is in the  pit 
and its pinnacle in the spiritual wickedness in heaven- 
ly places. I t  is going t o  be-the most complete tower. 
Many will traverse its stairways. There will be win- 
dows all the way up, so that they can have inter. ourse 
with its various grades of spiritual wickedness in 
heavenly places. This is the  most fascinating o: :+'I 
the towers because it touches the supernatural. Not 
only is Satan himself, moving in this, but his legions 
also are  \villing helpers, cheerful attendants, and 
they welcome this line, this way of curnmunication, 
no\v opened up between earth and tell. 

God is \vatching every little tolrer an4 u.ill take 
the right action a t  the right time to  deal with these 
to\vers. N a n  said, "Let us.make us a nalne, lest we 
I)e scattcred." 4 n d  their very action caused them t o  
I x  scattered. God confused their language and caused 
a l e .  hlan is multiplying the babel n o w ,  and he is 
going to be scattered. God is coming down. Tlie 
Lord Hi~nself sllall descend from heaven with a shout, 
with the voice of the archangel, and with the trump 
of God, and He \\-ill remove the salt, the restrailling 
element, and then confusion \\.ill reign and sllall be 
"worse confounded." And then the tower will begin 
t o  topple, and great will be the fall thereof. 

The angel of light will relnove liis mask, and will 
be seen a s  the prince of darkness, and these s1)iritists 
who have opened the way for hell t o  visit earth vill  
I x  beset by the  swarms of the locusts tvlio sliall tol-- 
Inent I I I C I I  five ~nonths ,  "a11d their. tor-111ent \ v i l l  he a s  
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the torment  of a scorpion when he striketh a man" 
(Rev. 9:3-5). Hell will be a t  liberty t o  overrun the  
earth.  Man has been unlocking the  doors all these 
\.ears, inviting the  denizens of darkness t o  come t o  
illis earth.  

Will they heed the  warnings?  Did the men of those 
early days heed God's covenant or  heed His rainbow ? 
They ignored it. They  preferred t o  consolidate their 
own position by building a city and a tower. If man 
neglects God and His  promises, then he has to  find 
;I substitute. The  substitute-his own ability and un- 
i ty of action. Community plans, a community this 
and corninunity t h a t !  Solidification of the  human 
family-minus God. The  rainbow is scientifically ex- 
plained away.  God will blow from His heavens, and 
the  explainers a\vay of God's way arid God's sign will 
1je blown away,  and the  place thereof sllall knolv them 
no more forever. 

' THE KINGDOM OF GOD 
An Address by Pastor J. Narver Gortner at the 

General Council 
(Continued f rom the  last Evangel) 

Jesus said tha t  t he  t ime was fulfilled. What  t ime? 
\\'hy. the old Mosaic dispensation was  drawing t o  an  
end. The  t ime had come for the  ushering in of a 
new e ra  and so  we read, "When the fulness of the t ime 
\\,as come, God sent  forth His  Son, made of a wo- 
man, made under the  la\\., t o  redeem them that  were  
under the law, that  w e  might receive the  adoption of 
sons." "What t h e  law could not do, in tha t  i t  was  
\\re& through the  flesh, God sending His own Son in 
the  likeness of sinful flesh, and for  sin, condemned sin 
in the flesh." The  law had proven itself to be  a 
failure and God had sent His  only begotten Son into 
the world in order  that  H e  might in fulfillment of 
prophecy and type suffer and die on the cross. Tesus 
Christ Himself said that  i t  behooved the  Son o i  God 
to  suffer and die and rise from the  dead that  this 
Itlessage should be given t o  all t he  world. 

Jesus said that  the  t ime was fulfilled and the  king- 
dom of God was a t  hand. W h a t  kingdom? Why ,  
the spiritual kingdom, the  kingdom that  the Lord 
Jesus \\-as speaking of when H e  said t o  Nicorlemus, 
"Except a man be born again, he cannot see the  king- 
dom of God." the  kingdom that  H e  was speaking of 
~ v h e n  H e  said, "Suffer little children to  come unto Me, 
and forbid them n o t :  for of such is the  kin,rrdom of 
God." I t  was the  same kingdom that  Pau! spoke of 
when he said, "The kingdom of God is .lot meat and 
.!rink; but  righteousness, and peat-., :.nd joy in tlie 
Holy Ghost." I t  was a t  han I \\.hen 'din preached. 
when Jesns preached, :\.hen the  *!isclples began t o  
~':-ea'.h. 

I(:.-us suffered and dicr! and I-c -r i rom t l ~ c  dea I :i.id 
z\c--nded up into 1-.c;ven an,' .;a: t lo \v ;~  ul)on the  
:hrone, angels and autl13rities xncl p5wel i being made 
subject unto Him,  and the kingdo111 was ushcrcd ill. 
At Jerusalem Peter  unlocked the ~Tatr.5 that the J e \ v  
might enter,  and a t  Caesarea he un1ncl;ed the  gates  
that  the Gentiles might enter  also. "For He is o:lr 
Ixace,  who hat11 made both one, and hat11 broken 
down the middle wall of partition between us ............ 
and came and preached peace t o  you which were a i a r  
ofi, antl t o  then1 that  \ rere  nigh." God is not dt!al~ng 
ioday with the Gentiles a s  Gentiles, or  with the Jc\vs 
a s  Jews. W e  have called this the Gentile age  and 
thc  apostle spoke of the fulness o i  the Gentiles and 
snit1 tha t  "blindness in part  hat11 happened unto  Israel 
until the  iulness of the Gentiles be come in." These 
i.; a scnse in which this is the  Gentile age, but l isten: 
(;oil is tlcaling \vit11 all l>ecylc today, Je\vs anti Gen- 

tiles, upon an equal basis. Paul said, "I a m  not 
ashamed of the gospel of Chr is t :  for it is the  power 
of God unto salvation to  every one that  believeth; t o  
the Jew first, and also t o  the  Greek (or Gentile)." 
I believe that  someday the  people will come from the  
north, south, east  and west, Jews and Gentiles, and 
\\ill sit down with Abraham, Isaac and Jacob in the 
kingdom of God. They are  coming now. I see them 
coining, a multitude of redeemed, of ransomed souls. . . 1 hey come f rom heathen China, from populous In-  
dia, f rom benighted Africa-from every continent and 
every isle. 

Every soul that  is born of the Spirit of God is a 
citizen of the kingdom of heaven which is t he  king- 
dom of God. W e  a re  no longer "strangers and for- 
eigners," but "strangers and pilgrims," not "pilgrims 
and strangers," as the  Scofield Bible suggests dr 
asserts in a note, for you must be a stranger here be- 
fore you can beconle a pilgrim-we are  "strangers 
and pilgrims" and "fellow citizens with the saints,"- 
the  kingdom to  which w e  belong is a spiritual king- 
dom and, being spiritual, is a s  Jesus Christ asserted 
"not of this world." 

One of these' days those of us who a r e  citizens of 
the kingdom which now is; shall reign with Jesus 
Christ in the kingdom which shall be. Citizens of 
the kingdom during this present kingdom age, we 
shall inherit with Jesus Christ, the reigning Monarch, 
power and authority in the days of the kingdom of 
thc  Son of Man. 

Jesus said, "Repent and believe the  gospel." Evan- 
gelical preachers all the way down through tlie cen- 
turies of this dispensation of grace have preached j m t  
what Jesus preached-"the gospel of the kingdom of 
God," summoning the people to  "repent and believe 
the  gospel." Repentance toward God and faith to-  
ward our  Lord Jesus Christ!  

I n  a note in a certain hook we are  told that  
four  forms of the Gospel are  t o  be distinguished in 
God's W o r d :  the  gospel of the  kingdom, the gospel 
of t he  grace of God, the everlasting gospel, and the  
gospel that  Paul calls "my gospel." Now all this is  
foolishness. Maybe that  is a pre t ty  s t rong  t e rm,  I 
will say it is childishness. The "gospel 05, t he  king- 
dom" is "the gospel of the grace of God, and "the 
gospel of the grace of God" is "the everlasting gos- 
pel" tha t  we rcad about in Revelation, and "the ever- 
lasting gospel" is the gospel that  Paul called "my 
gospel." 

I t  was  this gospel that  John the  Baptist preached 
when he said, "Behold the  Lamb of God, which Taketh 
a\vay the sin of the  world." I t  was  this gospel t h a t  
Jesus preached to  Nicodemus. H e  said, "As Moses 
lifted up the serpent in the wilderness, even so  must 
the  Son of man be lifted up." I t  was  this gospel that  
Pcter  preached in Jerusalem to  the  Jews when the  
Day of Pentecost was fully come, and I believe ten 
years later t o  the Gentiles in Caesarea. Thank God 
there were results when Peter  preached in Jerusalem 
and Caesarea. While Peter yet spake in Caesarea 
"the Holy Ghost fell on all them wl~ich heard thc 
word. And they of the circumcision which helieved 
were astonished,.as mally as came with Pcter ,  be- 
cause that  on the Gentiles also \v:ls p o ~ ~ s e d  ont the 
gift of the Holy Ghost." I t  was this gospel that  
l'hilip preached to a great m ~ ~ l t i t ~ t d e  in Satnaria and 
"thcre was great  joy in that  city," and tlir same 
gospel 11r afterwards preached t o  a congregation of 
one down t l ~ c r e  in the  desert, the  Ethiopian who af ter  
Ilc had received the Word antl had been bnl)tizcd, 
"\\-rnt on his way rejoicing." I t  was this gos1)el that 
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Pat11 preached a t  Athens and in Corinth and Philippi 
and elsewl~ere,  where he preached Jesus Christ and 
Hi111 crucified, preaching the  unsearchable riches of 
Christ. I t  was this gospel t ha t  Luther  preached, and 
Knos, \Vesley, Whitefield, Spurgeon, and Finney, and 
this is the  gospel which we preach today. "The gos- 
pel of the kingdom," "the gospel of the  grace  of God," 
"the everlasting gospel," and the gospel t h a t  Paul 
calls "my gospel," and I call it my  gospel, too, and 
\-on can call it yours if you want  to. 

Af t e r  John had been put in prison w e  read tha t  
Jesus Christ went throughout Gglilee, preaching the 
gospel of the kingdom of God. W h o  w a s  this John?  
H e  \\.as the forerunner of Jesus Christ .  H i s  coming 
had been prophesied of centuries before he made his 
appearance in this world. Isaiah had prophesied of 
him when he spoke "of one crying in the  wilderness." 
Malachi prophesied of him saying, "Behold, I send 
you Elijah the prophet before the  coming of the  great  
and dreadful day of the  Lord ;  and he shall t u rn  the  
heart  of t he  fa thers  t o  the  children, and  the  hear t  
of the  children to  their fathers,  lest I come and smite  
the ear th  with a curse." T h e  birth of John the  Bap- 
tist was  foretold by the  angel Gabriel, t he  same angel 
\vho came to  Mary afterwards and said, "Fear not,  
Mary :  for thou hast  found favor wi th  God. And, 
I~ehold,  thou shalt conceive in t h y  womb, and bring 
for th  a Son, and shalt call His name Jesus." T h e  
ministry of John the Baptist was  t o  t h e  Jelvs and 
consisted in a proclamation tha t  t he  kingdom of heav- 
en was a t  hand. Tha t  is, it was  about t o  begin. I t  
was a t  hand, it was about 'to begin, and it did begin, 
and we are  l i \ - i~ ig  in the king don^ today. W e  a re  
citizens of the  kingdom. "Our citizenship is in heav- 
en, from whence also we look for the  Saviour who 
shall so  i r a n s f o r n ~  these bodies as  t o  make  them like 
unto His own glorious body, according t o  tha t  work-  
ing whereby l i e  is able t o  subdue all th ings  unto  
Himself." Blessed be His name. 

T h e  ministry of John the  Baptist  consisted also 
in summoning the  people t o  repent and be baptized. 
I t  consisted furthermol-e in announcing the  coming 
of One who was mightier than himself, who would 
make reconciliation for the  sins of t he  people, for  did 
he not refer t o  Him a s  the  "Lamb of God," and also 
\vho would baptize the  people in the  Ho ly  Ghost  and 
fire. "I indeed baptize you wi th  water  un to  repen- 
tance:  but H e  that  cometh af ter  me is mightier than 
I, whose shoes I am not worthy t o  b e a r :  H e  shall 
baptize you with the Holy Ghost, and wi th  fire."

the  t ime and spoiling a lot of t he  meetings. One man 
said t o  me, "I a m  a missionary and I have come here 
to  seek the  Baptism in the  Holy Ghost,  I a m  wai t ing 
on the  Lord, but  you have come in and a re  spoiling 
cverything with your questions."

I 0 1 .  l i  ?-(-III o~ i ly  knew the unspeakal~ly  \\.onder- 

ful blessing of  being filled \\.it11 the Third person e f  
the Trinity, you \vould set  aside everything else t o  
t a r ry  for this infilling. 

I was about t o  leave Sunderland. This revival was  
taking place in the vestry of a n  Episcopal church. I 
\vent t o  the Vicarage tha t  day to  say goodby and I 
said t o  Sister Boddy, the vicar's wife, "I a m  going 
away,  but I have not received the tongues yet." She 
said, "It isn't tongues you need, but the  Baptism.' I 
said, ."I  have the  Baptism, Sister, but I would like 
t o  have you lay hands on me before I leave." She 
laid her hands on me and then had t o  g o  out  of t he  
room. The  fire fell. I t  was a wonderful time a s  I 
\\-as there  with God alone. I t  seemed as  though God 
bathed me in power. I was  given a wonderful vision. 
I was  conscious of the cleansing of the  preciom blood 
and cried out, "Clean! Clean! Clean !" I was filled with 
the  joy of  the consciousness of the cleansing. I saw 
the Lord Jesus Christ. I saw the  empty cross and 
I saw I-Iim exalted a t  the  right hand of God the  Fa-  
ther.  As I was extolling, magnifying, and praising 
Him I was speaking in tongues a s  the Spirit of God 
gave me utterance. I knew now that  I had received 
the real Baptism in the  Holy Ghost. 

And so  Saul \\,as filled ~ v i t h  the Holy Ghost and in 
the la ter  chapters of the Acts of the  Apostles w e  see 
the  result of this infilling. Oh  what a difference i t  
makes. When I got home my  \vife said to  me, "So 
you think you have received the Baptism of the Holy 
Ghost. Why, I an1 as  much baptized in the  Holy 
Ghost a s  you are." W e  had sat  on the p l a t fo rn~  to- 
gether  for twenty years but t ha t  night she said, "To- 
night you will g o  by yourself." I said, "All right." 
As I went up t o  the platform that night the  Lord 
gave me the  first f e w  verses of the sixty-first chapter 
of Isaiah, "The Spirit of the Lord God is upon me ;  be- 
cause the Lord hath anointed me to  preach good tid- 
ings unto the meek :  H e  hath  sent me t o  bind up  t h e  
broken-hearted, t o  proclaim liberty to  the captives, 
and the opening of the  prison t o  them tha t  are bound." 
3Iy \\rife went back t o  one of the  furthermost seats in 
the  hall and she said t o  herself, "I will watch it." I 
preached that night on the  subject the  Lord had given 
me and I told what the Lord had done for  me. I told 
the  people that  I was going t o  have God in my  life 
and I would gladly suffer a thousand deaths rather 
than forfeit this \vonderful infilling tha t  had come t o  
me. M y  wife was  very restless, just a s  if she were 
s i t t ing  on a red-hot poker. She was moved in a new 
way and said, "That is not my  Smith that  is preach- 
ing. Lord, you have done something for him." As 
soon a s  I had finished, the secretary of the  mission go t  
up  and said, "Brethren, I want  what  the  leader of our  
mission has got." H e  tried t o  si t  down but  missed 
his seat and fell on the  floor. There  were soon four- 
teen of them on the floor, my own wife  included. W e  
did not know what  to  do, but the Holy Ghost got  
hold of t he  situation and the  fire fell. A revival 
started and the crowds came. I t  was only the  begin- 
ning of the flood-tide of blessing. W e  had touched 
the reservoir of the  Lord's life and power. Since 
tha t  t ime the  Lord has taken me to  many different 
lands and 1 have witnessed many blessed o ~ ~ t p o u r i n g s  
of God's Holy Spirit. 

T h e  grace of God that was given to  the persecuting 
Saul is  available for you. T h e  same Holy Ghost in- 
filling he received is likewise available. Do  not rest 
satisfied with any lesser experience than the  Baptism 
tha t  the  disciples received on the Day of Pentecost,  
then move on t o  a life of continuous receiving of more 
ant1 more of the  blessed Spirit of God.

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It must have been about 9:30 o’clock at 
night, ,and I got up, undressed and went 
to bed.

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THE DANGER OF "PERSONALITY" 
A Paper  F o r  the  Times 

C 

I t  seems seasonable to draw the a t t cw  
tion of God's people to a danger which 
the Word  reveals a s  especially connected 
with the days just before our Lord's rc- 
turn:-the danger of being led astray by 
magnetic and attractive personalities. 

Apart from any question for the ino- 
ment of being led astray, it is a matter 
for sincere regret t o  notice the carnal 
way in which big campaigns are  often 
conducted today; enough indeed to make 
one wonder whether in the practical faith 
of the hour "there be any Holy Spirit." 
All attractions centcr in the personality 
of  the Evangelist, his photograph is 
placarded around the town, his name 
must be in the largest of print. The  
crowds are gathered a s  if by magic;- 
and vanish a s  speedily, when the "Big" 
cvangelist has gone on elsewhere! The  
lasting rcsults are usually a pitifully 
small proportion of the boosted statistics. 

Thank God for mcn and women filled 
with the Holy Spirit as  on thc Day o i  
Pentecost who are  content to trust the 
old-time Power and find that God can 
do Hi s  olvn advertising. I t  is the Fire 
that must arrest and hold the needy soul 
in the presence of the great "I AM:" 
the bush is forgotten when the Evcr- 
Living One  has spoken out of its midst. 

God D O E S  Need Personality 
Lest we bc misunderstood we would 

make it quite clear that  we warmly bc- 
lieve that  the Lord can and will use thc 
  articular indi\,idunl pcrsonality of each 
member of His  body. T h e  personalities 
of the Bible each stand clearly rlefineil. 
and it is the sum total of all that makcs 
up each one of us that the Master wants 
laid once for all upon the altar for His 
Spirit to possess and work t h r o ~ ~ j i h  
mightily. 

Rut it must he a personality utterly sur- 
reudercd to the principle of the Cross: 
f Matt. lh:24), and the stronger the per- 
sonality thc dceper will he the nccrl o i  

rontinual acceptance of crucifixion n-ith 
Christ (Gal. 2:20). and the greater the 
danger i f  evcr the personality hreakc 
away from that complete acceptance. 

This may often account for the h a f f l i n ~  
problem of how some erstwhile precious 
servant of God may suddenlv hc found 
to be countenancinji and teaching error.  
T h e  fact tliat the pcrsonality of the trach- 
r.r I S  \o  l~cautiful. and tliat thc recorrl 
Iin hccn so  spo t l c s~ .  I I O W  makcs t11c 
rk~ngcr all tlie more acute for the Its? 
rxpe r i en red  and lcss discriminatins of 
Cod's sheep. 

False dortrines wo~l ld  manv a timc 
stand self-ronrlemncd anrl \villingl? rc- 
.icctcil if left  to he judged on thcir nakcrl 
merits, hut Im-ause of  tlie c h r m  ;III:I 
persuasion of the teachers who hring 
them. they a rc  oflcn \rillinglv accrptccl 
and even sturdilv rontended for. 

The  s t~ht lc  foc of  truth knows his hus- 
incss wcll and our purpose is to try to 
show the principle of all this in tlic Worrl 
of Coil. and ecprrially the New Tcst:~. 

ment, with the hope that perchance we 
may discover a light to safeguard the 
people of 'God in these trying days when 
error is abounding more and more and 
increasing in s u b t ~ l i t ~ .  

Light  From the Word  
If we turn first t o  the predictions of 

our Lord Himself we find Him distinct- 
ly warning against false personalities lar 
more than false doctrines in the abstract. 
See Matt. 24:11, and 23-26; Mark 13:5, 
6, and 21-22; Luke 21 :8. The  details of 
interpretation here do not in any way 
alter the  principle that the danger of 
deceiving even the "very elect" comes 
f rom attractive personality far more than 
obvious error. 

A swift run through Apostolic warnings 
a s  to error; (See Acts 20:30; 2 Cor. 11: 
13-15; Gal. 4:17; .Eph. 4:14; Col. 2:8, 18; 
2 Thess. 2:3; 1 Tim. 4:l-3; 2 Tim. 3: l -9 ,  
Tit .  1 :lo-11; 1 John 2:26, 4:1), quickly 
reveals the same principle, that T E A C H -  
E R S  more than doctrines were the sub- 
ject of their warhings, a warning whicli 
they intensified a s  with inspired vision 
they pierced through into the clays to 
come. (See especially 2 Tim. 4:3.) 

Not only Iiunian, but spiritual person- 
alities also were clearly recognized as  
potential sources of danger: "Believe not 
cvery spirit hut try thc spirits," 3:- 
ducing spirits." Once again not all- 
stract error but definite personality lie- 
hind it is warned against. 

The final ilemonstration oi the prin- 
ciple which we are  now secLi11;. to make 
clear is the revelation of tlic Anti- Chri>t 
Nothing can he plaiier and prohahly more 
~ e n e r a l l y  accepted by most of u5 than thr 
fact that tlie final opposition to tlic Christ 
of God will not he any mere system 
of anti-Christian teaching or principle of 
error- it will head qp in a P E R S O N -  
A L I T Y .  

And +he l road  indications of that per- 
sonality rrveal onc \ \ ho  \vill bc lovely 
and attractive to the natural man in 
the cxtrcmc. Scc for  inqtance 2 'Thess 
2 5 1  1 and Rev. 13 n-ith othcr hricf touch- 
cs elsewhere, anrl note particularlr tlic 
phrase "all thc world wondered after 
the heast." Unrlouhtedly tlic principle: 
of the Anti-Christ x i l l  be carriecl alonq 
to u ~ i i \ w s a l  acceptance, anrl I I ~  made pop- 
ular and attractive hy the sheer force of 
a suprcmc personality-a "super"-persol:- 
alitlr- that will be ahsolutcly masnctir 
:ind d a z z l i n ~  in its charm and pox\-cr. 

The  Light  Turned Inward 
Now it will doul~tless sccm a far cry 

from thr artnal pcrson of the Anti- Chriit  
himsclf to n ~ a n y  a sincerc rliild of Corl 
l)u.;ily cn:arcd in the Lord's srrvicc to- 
clay. Imt a ~ ~ r i l ~ r i p l c  ha? emcqcrl hrrc 
that is like :I vcrital~lr hcacon-livht of 
warning for these days. and thr  writer 
willinply inrludcs himself in thc suqpcs- 
lion for Ictting tlii$ partirulnr qrarrh- 
l ight .po ri.glit ;elto cvcrv corner of thr 
heart mot i r rs  and the pos;il)ly 1111-v ant- 
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side activity of the Christian work wc 
are engaged in. . 

What  sort of part is my own pcrsoli- 
ality playing in all this? I s  it promincnt 
and dominant, or is it controlled ut- 
terly by the Spirit of God and entirely 
lost in uplifting Jesus? How much o i  
the influence I a m  consciously or uncon- 
sciously exerting amongst others really 
springs f rom the power of the Holy Spir- 
it, and how much from my own pcrson- 
ality? . 

These are searching, possibly hun~b l i l~g .  
but very profitable questions. God help 
us not t o  flinch a s  we seek to answer 
them. 

Some Sign-post Suggestions 
Wha t  are some of  the signs by which 

to test ourselves in these thillgs? First  
of all we suggest our attitude towards tllc 
admiration and praise of men. When in 
the Spirit this troubles us not a jot. Lf 
the personality of the worker is domi- 
nant, however, he or she will need the 
continual praise and admiration of others 
to satisfy the soul: a little circle of arl- 
mirers will be gathered around if possi- 
ble to be present on all occasions; a crr- 
lain amoun t  of personal "fussing" will b s  
in evidence. T h e  social anlenities of lifc, 
visiting, invitations to meals, little gift?; 
all these things-good and harn~lcs.; in 
themselves-will be freely user1 to  
strengthen perjonal allegiance. 

And all this can he donc we 1,clicvc 
almost unconsciously by the truly sinccrc 
worker who has not let his own pcrsolr- 
alitv come rigidly to the Cross. 

The work done will also bcar evirlc~iie. 
The testimonies of those blessed will u\u- 
ally focus unduly on the "channel" of 
blessing instead of on the Blesser. The  
admirers will canvass for fresh adherents 
to come and hear or come and see "So- 
and son-the principal attraction quoled 
Iieing the personality of the workrr. 
Should such a worker he taken away, t he  
work will usually languish or coll:~psc: 
whereas a pure work of the Spirit wilt 
more readily stand an enforced absence 
or withdrawal of the worker. More- 
over there will be n lack among t l~ose  
touched of rcal personal conviction: doc- 
trines taught mav I I ~  contended for q ~ ~ i t r  
vehemently, l ~ u l  it is a secondhand con- 
viction all the same. Any real pressing 
home of vital ;111d anfkwarrl question5 
x i 1 1  rompel such folk to refer ior  an  
ansn.er t o  the one from whom they cgave 
imhihcd their ideas. Real sturdinc--. of 
moral character is seldom 111-orluccrl II? 
\uch a ministry. 

Anotlier acid test ior the realit?- of thr
